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This project aims to create a unified UI styled components for multiple development teams who work on the same web-based applications. 
This repository contains the definition of all the basic widgets and reusable controllers. 
Note: the project is built of 3 different projects:
1. onap-ui-common
https://github.com/onap-sdc/onap-ui-common
contains HTML and SCSS files for all components
2. onap-ui-angular
https://github.com/onap-sdc/onap-ui-angular
contains Angular components according to the HTML defined in onap-ui-common
3. onap-ui-react
https://github.com/onap-sdc/onap-ui-react
contains React components according to the HTML defined in onap-ui-common

[bookmark: _Toc529699468]Cloning GitHub projects
1. Create GitHub user: https://github.com/
2. Login to GitHub and navigate to: https://github.com/onap-sdc/onap-ui-angular
3. You need to create fork for this project (copy of the project in your personal GitHub)
Fork the project:
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4. When working on the project. Verify you are working on your fork only:

5. After you created the fork, you need to clone the project (from your personal Github) to your local PC:
In your local PC create the folder: C:\dev\github\<username>\
Enter to your personal GitHub and copy the repository link:

Then from CMD enter to your PC folder C:\dev\github\<username>\ 
Write the command: git clone <url copied> 

6. Perform steps 1-6 again with other 2 repositories:

[bookmark: _Toc529699469]Installing the projects
1. Enter to each project in your local PC and run the command: npm install
2. Verify all dependencies installed successfully
3. Each project has README file contains details about how to run and build the projects.
4. You can open package.json and look for “scripts” section to see all supported npm commands.
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Note: This should be done for each of the 3 projects:
1. Open Git Extension, press “start” -> “open” and select the location of the project in your PC.
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2. After you have link in git extension to the project (your personal GitHub), you need to add also link to the original code of the project (upstream code in GitHub).
To do this:
a. Press on “repository” -> “remote repositories”
b. You will see in the left side that you have only “origin”, this is your personal GitHub link.
You need to add also “upstream”, this is the link to the original GitHub link.
c. Save the changes after done.
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After configuring Git Extension, there are 2 repositories that connected to each project:
1. Origin – Remote personal GitHub repository (your personal fork)
2. Upstream – Remote original GitHub repository (belongs to user onap-sdc)
Note: the “master” tag you see in the image below is your local PC copy of “origin/master”

You should always verify that your code is aligned: “origin/master”, “upstream/master” and “master” are in same line.
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1. Each day before starting to work fetch the status of all repositories. 
In Git Extension select “fetch all”
2. Check the status of the repositories, if they are in one line
3. If “upstream/master” is a head of your repository you should update your repository.
4. Before developing new feature, verify your code is aligned with “upstream/master” and create new branch with your feature name.
5. When finished to work on the branch, check if the upstream/master was changed
a. Move to master branch
b. Fetch all
c. If the upstream/master is a head of your origin/master and master you should update your master and origin/master branch to be in same line as upstream/master.
You can pull rebase, pull merge, or reset to the upstream/master branch.
6. After your master and origin/master are aligned with upstream/master, you should merge the code from master to your feature branch.
7. After the merge, your feature branch is updated with all upstream/master code, and has also the new feature code.
8. Now you should push the code to your personal GitHub repository, by pressing push in Git Extension.
9. After the code was pushed, enter to your personal GitHub, you will see button to create pull request, press the button, this will create “pull request” in upstream repository.
10. You can view the pull request status in upstream GitHub repository.
11. After the pull request was reviewed and approved, the code will be added to upstream/master repository.
12. In Git Extension when you fetch all you will see that the upstream/master branch updated.
You should pull the code to your local master and then push it to your origin/master.
Then upstream/master, origin/master and master will be aligned and you can delete the feature branch.

Appendix
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1. Each developer works on his fork only
2. The fork get updated from upstream repo (onap-sdc/sdc-ui) using pull request.
3. If the upstream was updated, you will see in your local fork: pull request:

4. Press on pull request tab, and confirm the merge. Now your remote GitHub repo is updated.
5. In order to update your local master, perform rebase.

[bookmark: _Toc529699476]Developing (new branch)
1. When developing it should be done in separate branch called: feature/branch_name
2. The branch should be locally (do not push it at the beginning)
3. You should update the branch from your master, using rebase merge.
4. Before pushing the branch, verify that your master is aligned with upstream, and rebase merge your master to feature/branch. Then you can push your feature/branch to remote GitHub and then from GitHub create new pull request:
